Function Buttons

Inserting and Replacing Batteries

Your air conditioning unit comes with two AAA

batteries. Put the batteries in the remote control

before use.

1. Slide the back cover from the remote
Control downward, exposing the battery
compartment.

2. Insert the batteries, paying attention to match
up the (+) and (-) ends of the batteries with
the symbols inside the battery compartment.

3. Slide the battery cover back into place.

@ BATTERY NOTES

For optimum product performance:
¢ Do not mix old and new batteries, or

batteries of different types.

e Do not leave batteries in the remote control
if you don’t plan on using the device for
more than 2 months.

6@‘) BATTERY DISPOSAL

Do not dispose of batteries as unsorted
municipal waste. Refer to local laws for
proper disposal of batteries.

TIPS FOR USING REMOTE CONTROL

® The remote control must be used within 8
meters of the unit.

e The unit will beep when remote signal is
received.

® Curtains, other materials and direct sunlight
can interfere with the infrared signal receiver.

® Remove batteries if the remote will not be
used more than 2 months.

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How To Use The Basic Functions
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COOL operation

1. Pressthe MODE button to select
COOL mode.

2. Setyour desired temperature using
the Temp - or Temp w button.

3. Pressthe FAN button to select the
fan speed: AUTO, LOW, MED,or
HIGH.

4. Pressthe ON/OFF button to start the
unit.

SETTING TEMPERATURE

The operating temperature range for unitsis
17-30°C(62°F-86°F). You canincrease or
decrease the set tmeperature in 1°C(1°F)
increments.

AUTO operation

In AUTO mode, the unit willautomatically

select the COOL, FAN, HEAT or DRY mode

based onthe settemperature.

1. Pressthe MODE button to select Auto mode.

2. Setyour desired temperature using the
Temp - orTemp w button.

3. Pressthe ON/OFF button to start the unit.

NOTE: FAN SPEED can't be set in Auto mode.
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How To Use The Basic Functions

FAN operation

1. Pressthe MODE button to select FAN
mode.

2. Press FAN button to select the fan
speed: AUTO, LOW, MED or HIGH.
3. Pressthe ON/OFFbutton to start the

unit.

NOTE: You can't settemperature in FAN
mode. As aresult, yourremote control’s

LCD screen will notdisplay temperature.

DRY operation(dehumidifying)

1. Pressthe MODE button to select DRY
mode.

2. Setyour desired temperature using the
Temp“ orTemp™ button.

3. Pressthe ON/OFFbutton to start the unit.

NOTE: FAN SPEED can't be changed in
DRY mode.




How To Use The Basic Functions

HEAT operation

1. Pressthe MODE button to select
HEAT mode.
2. Setyour desired temperature using
the Temp <« or Temp * button.
3. Pressthe FAN button to select the
fan speed: AUTO,LOW, MED,or HIGH.
2 4. Pressthe ON/OFF button to start the
unit.

NOTE: As outdoor temperature drops,the
performance of your unit’s HEAT function
may be affected. Insuch instances, we
recommend using this air conditioner in
conjunction with other heating appliance.




Setting the TIMER function

Your air conditioning unit has two
timer-related functions:
TIMER ON- sets the amount of timer after
which the unit will automatically turn on. TIMER ON
TIMER OFF- sets the amount of time after
which the unit will automatically turn off.

TIMER OFF function

The TIMER OFF function allows you to
set aperiod of time after which the unit
will automatically turn off, such as when
you wake up.

1. Press the TIMER OFF button. By
default, the last time period thatyou
set andan "h" (indicating hours)will
appear onthe display.

Note: This numberindicates the
amount of time afterthe currenttime
that you want the unit to turn off.

For example, if youset TIMER OFF for
2 hours, " 2.0h" will appearon the
screen, and the unitwill turn off after
2 hours.

2. Press the TIMER OFF button repeatedly
to setthe time when you want the unit to
turn off.

3. Wait 2 seconds, thenthe TIMER OFF
function will be activated. The digital
display onyour remote control will then
return tothe temperature display.

Setting both TIMER ON and TIMER OFF atthe same time
Keep in mind thatthe time periods you set for both functions refer to hours after the

current time. For example, say thatthe currenttime is 1:00 PM, and you want the unit
to turn on automatically at 7:00 PM. You want it to operate for 2 hours, then automa-

tically turn off at9:00 PM.

How To Use The Advanced Functions

SLEEP Function

The SLEEP function is used to decrease
energy use while you sleep (and don’t need
the same temperature settings to stay
comfortable). This function can only be
activated via remote control.

The SLEEP function is not available
in FAN or DRY mode.

Used to stop or start louver movement and set

the desired up/down air flow direction. The louver
changes 6 degrees in angle for each press(some

models without). If keep pushing more than 2

seconds, the louver auto swing feature is activated.

FOLLOW ME function

The FOLLOW ME function enables the
remote control to measure the temper-
ature at its current location. When using
AUTO, COOL, or HEAT functions,
measuring ambient temperature from
the remote control (instead of from the
indoor unit itself) will enable the air
conditioner to optimize the temperature
around you and ensure maximum comfort.
1. Press FOLLOW ME button to activate
function. The remote control will send
temperature signal to the unit every
three minutes.
2. Press FOLLOW ME button again to
turn off this function.

SHORTCUT function

® Used to restore the current settings or resume

previous settings.

Push this button when remote controller is on,
the system will automatically revert back to
the previous settings including operating mode,
setting temperature, fan speed level and sleep
feature (if activated).

If pushing more than 2 seconds, the system
will automatically restore the current operation
settings including operating mode, setting
temperature, fan speed level and sleep
feature(if activated ).
